Tucson stores collected more than 26,000 pounds of supplies to donate to World Care 

 
Tucson, AZ (06/14/11) – Since its inception in 2002, Sunflower Farmers Market and its 
employees have demonstrated a consistent commitment to giving back to the communities they 
serve.

They aim to serve 
Southern Arizona communities, as well as national and international communities, that lack 
necessary resources for daily life. According to their website, the World Care Civilian 
Emergency Relief Center is working with non-profit volunteer organizations and the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA Region VII) to manage the distribution of supplies in 
the Joplin area. 
 
While Tucson Sunflower Farmers Market stores are no longer collecting donations at this time, 
World Care is still accepting donations from 9am to 3pm, Monday through Friday, at their local 
World Care Civilian Relief Center at 3538 E. Ellington Place, Tucson. They are collecting 
canned food, basic hygiene items, first aid supplies, non-power tools and pet supplies. Visit 
www.worldcare.org for directions and further details.
